FEMA Grant Program Comparison

FEMA will offers five hazard mitigation assistance programs — The Hazard Mitigation Grant Program, the Pre-Disaster Mitigation
program, the Flood Mitigation Assistance, the Severe Repetitive Loss Pilot program and the Repetitive Flood Claims program.

Although all five programs have unique statutory authorities, program requirements and triggers for funding, all the programs also have

the common goal of providing funds to State and local communities to reduce the loss of life and property from future natural hazard
events. This chart will help illustrate the similarities and differences among the grant programs.

Eligible Project Grants

The HMGP can be used to fund
projects to protect either public or
private property, as long as the
project fits within the State and
local government mitigation
strategies to address areas of
risk, and complies with program
guidelines. Examples of projects
include:

® Acquiring and relocating
structures from hazard-prone
areas.

® Retrofitting structures to
protect them from floods, high
winds, earthquakes, or other
natural hazards.

® Constructing certain types of
minor and localized flood
control projects.

® Constructing safe rooms
inside schools and other
buildings in tornado-prone
areas.

Project grants are available for:

® Acquisition, structure
demolition, or structure
relocation with the property
deed restricted for open
space uses in perpetuity.

® Elevation of structures.

® Dry floodproofing on non-
residential structures; and

® Minor structural flood control
activities.

All properties must be insured at
the time of application.
